Harvest the first melons of the season.  4-6 lb. extra sweet with wonderful flavor and aroma.  Excellent disease resistance!

4+ lb fruit.  High yields of flavorful, orange-fleshed fruit.. Heirloom.

Long slicer, huge 21" light green ribbed, mild flavor.

8" long burpless, sweet, very high yeilding.  Tender, needs no peeling.  Mildew resistant.  A popular variety in grocery stores.

Semi-dwarf, disease resistant, great for containers.  Monoecious.

Very sweet, tender bicolor corn. Ears are 8 1/2" long.  Kims all-time favorite!

Green 5" - 3 lb. Round fruit.. Split resistant with white juicy interior.

A delightful mix of green, yellow and purple bush beans.

Known as Broccolini in grocery stores.  Delicious mild taste, raab-like with asparagus like stem.

Intriguing, purple color heads retain their color during cooking.  Large, vigorous, hardy.
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Pure white 7" - 1 1/2 lb, crisp tender heads.  Heat tolerant.

Standard green pascal type.  Very productive.

Large open heads with thick blue-green leaves. Vitamin rich.

Stunning mix includes 5 colorful, sweet tasting varieties.  Harvest at baby size to eat raw or pickled.

Italian heirloom.  Lime green, great taste and texture.  Excellent cool season crop.

Purple-red 3-4 lb. Round uniform hybrid. Slow to bolt.

Unique lemon shape, lemon colored fruit.  Very sweet and burpless.

Barrel shaped baby heads are bright green and white on the outside and pale yellow on the inside. Early maturing and slow to bolt,.

Mix of every imaginable carrot color, purple, red, yellow, orange and white.  Super sweet and delicious!

Tender, juicy golden yellow 8" ears.  Red striped husks.  Lasts 2 weeks longer on the stalk than other corn.

Bottle type.  Used in all kinds of crafts.  Stand up when young to get flat bottom.

A blend of diverse shapes and bold fall colors.

Sweet mild jumbo bulbs, brown skin, stores well.

Mix of multi-colored lettuce types, endive and arugula.

Thick, crisp dark red leaves with good flavor. Very slow to bolt and good resistence to heat and disease.

Green, large thick leaf, 9" head, heat tolerant.

Very slow bolting, light green, broad crumpled leaf.

Slicer.  Vigorous dark green, smooth 8" fruit.  Heirloom.

Non-bulbing onion, mildly flavored, blue-green, white inside.

Tender, delicious, viforous compact heads, easy to grow.

Dark green, straight, pointed pods reaching 6-9".

Magnificent magenta interior rings make this an especially gorgeous red onion. Tight bulbs store extremely well.

The perfect pickling cucumber - petite and crunchy.

Italian heirloom that dates to the 18th century.  Blue-green strap like leaves 3x15".  Excellent flavor.

Vibrant orange eggplant.  High yields of tennis ball sized fruit. Incredibly rich and non-bitter.  Very heavy producer.

Japanese type cucumber.  Glossy green smooth, nearly spineless fruit.  A bestseller in Japan.

Upright, slender, purple, high-yield oriental type.  8 oz. Fruit.

Oval purple fruit 5" long.  Large bush.

Early, glossy. Black, elongated oval.  One of the best for the home garden.

Delicious eating cucumber!  Popular Japanese burpless type. 8-9" long.  Great disease resistance.

Dwarf, very early, clusters of 3-5 sweet lavender with white stripes.  Compact plant grows great in a patio pot.

Early 4" diameter semi-globe, 18 oz smooth green root.

Large, round, early maturing. Extra sweet!  Great disease resistance to wilt and powdery mildew.

Sweet, large, early maturing fruit.  Extreme disease resistance

Delicious, nutritous and attractive.  Bright blue-green, finely crumpled leaf.  20" tall, hardy and a strong producer.

Japanese type, extra early, black 8 oz. fruit.

Solid white, speciality mini eggplant. Tender bitter-free 3-4" fruit.

Deep purple chicken egg size fruits.  Super Productive.  Great for stir fry.  Well suited for growing in a container on the patio.

Green, large, thick leaf.  10-12" head.  Ideal for lettuce wraps.

24" tall plants.  Extra hardy for fall planting and overwintering.  Availiable only in fall.

A mix of 3 varieties (Breen - red/green, Truchas - Red, Dragoon- green) mini heads of romaine lettuce. Makes a lovely mixed salad.

Gray-green, purple veined, flat, non-curled leaf, purple stem.

Dark red splashed on green ruffled leaf might have reminded the breeder of a Jaguars coat.

Onion, bunching Deep Purple 60 Rich reddish purple.  High color no matter the temperature. For spring or summer sowing with goold bolt tolerance for overwintering.

Onion, bunching Guardsman 50 The earliest bunching onion.  A cross between a bunching onion and a bulb onion.  Mildness of a bulb onion.  Strong roots.

Zucchini Spineless Perfection 45 Attractive, straight fruits are borne on a spineless, open plant which makes harvesting easy.  Very disease resistant.

Zucchini Black Beauty 48

Summer squash popular in Mexico and Texas.  Medium dark green to yellow fruit with faint stripes.

Gorgeous lemon look-a-likes bring exceptional flavor to the summer table.  Scrumptious!

Large enough for a few servings, but not so much that it goes to waste.  Big yeilds and excellent flavor.  Good disease resistance.

Large 2-4" round radishes with unique, dark pink flesh.  Sweet and delicious.

Classic French beauty, ideal for carving or eating/  Deep scarlet ribs about 6" high.  Up to 25 pounds.

Beautiful ornamental with excellent eating quality!  Cinnamon Girl can be used for pie filling, in bread or other pumpkin based recipes.

Classic upright, dark orange pumpkins with medium ribs.  Extremely powdery mildew resistance.

Famous, mild yellow variety from Washington State.  Mild and juicy.  Flattened shape.  Not for storage.

AAS winner! Creamy yellow rind, sweet pink-red flesh with high sugar content. 7-8" fruit weighing 5-6 lbs.

20-25 lb. Sweet red flesh, dark green striped fruit.  Melt in your mouth goodness.

Small, early fruit.  Sweet red flesh, thin rind.  8-12 lb fruit.

Glossy black-green zucchini with creamy, white flesh, Open habit.  Easy Picking.

Unusual oblong fruit 8-10" long that ripen yellow.  Good keeper.

Hybrid squash. Semi-crookneck with large yields on disease resistant 

High yielding classic acorn squash with strong powdery mildew tolerance.  Stores well for 2-3 months.

Flavorful.  Many colors of thin stems, tender.

Round dark green striped, bright red juicy flesh weighing in at 25-30 lbs.

Sioux Indian heirloom.  Pear shaped, flame orange with green streaks.  Fine grain with nutty flavor.  Good fall decoration.

Heavily warted, hard shell pumpkin has round shape.  Good resistance to powdery mildew. FUN!

AAS winner.  Glossy gold scalloped fruit 3-6" wide.  Tender buttery flavor.  Compact bushy plant that produces high yields.

Compact bush, 8" cylindrical fruit, green striped.

Tasty small butternut squash, perfect for an individual serving.  Matures early.  Stores up to 3 months.

AAS winner!  Personal size fruit; under 1 lb.  Round, ribbed, green, yummy taste.  GREAT for containers!

Great smooth dark green leaved hybrid, slow bolting.  Resists downy mildew.

Small 2x3 ornamental fruit, dark orange with gold flecks.  Powdery mildew resistant.

Creamy white rind, thick orange flesh.  Flat ribbed shape, up to 15 pounds.  Vigorous and prolific.

This is the big one - for folks who want to break records or get a hernia.

A perfect medium to large size jack-o'-lantern carving pumpkin.  Plants have excellent disease resistance.

Tender dark green leaf, white stalk.  Slow to bolt.

Powdery mildew resistant.  An earlier and shorter vined version of Sugar Snap.  Sweet crisp pods.  Remove string before eating.

Earlier, milder, sweeter, larger and more adaptable than other white onions.  Not recommended for long term storage.

Oval buff skinned, white flesh.  Well suited for any cooking,

Great for early digging. Smooth red skin, white flesh, stores well.  Great baked, broiled or roasted.

Vining variety.  Boasts a striking purple exterior and interior.

Bush variety.  Golden yellow skin, deep orange fruit.

Most popular variety.  Red-orange outside skin and orange flesh color.

Bush variety.  Copper colored skin with light orange flesh.

Fast growing and extra heavy yielding.  Deep orange flesh.
